Catherine Elias is a 38 years old woman and a secretary of Malamakoye group at
Bukigi village. She has a vision to reduce poverty through local chicken enterprise.
When she joined the project she had 40 chickens, with no sheds, and she lived with
chickens in her house. After she received training, she decided to construct a chicken
shed by using simple local materials, and managed to produce 70 chickens. She has
slaughtered 4 chickens for household consumption thus improving the nutrition
status. She sold 6 chickens each at Tshs. 5,000/= getting Tshs. 30,000/= and the
money earned was spent to pay school fees to her children. She also exchanged 21
chickens for 3 goats. She remained with 39 chickens that have multiplied 88 chickens
(49 chicks and 39 chicken).

Catherine said that other members of the village benefit a great deal from this
project. They are using the money for cultivating their land during the cropping
season, and they pay school fees for their children, consume chickens for their own
nutrition, and increase household assets such as utensils. “All these are for farmers
who take on local chicken as an enterprise”, said Catherine.
